I THINK I CAN MAKE A DIFFERENCE
Lesson Overview:

Students create I Can statements that reflect something they can do for their community and then read them aloud to the class in ordinal number sequence.

Objective:

Students will practice a personal plan by:

1. Developing personal goals based on individual abilities and interests.

2. Contributing to community.

Activities / Strategies:

Read the book The Little Engine That Could.  Ask students to think of and share ideas about actions they could take that would positively contribute to their community.
Explain to the students that I Can statements should reflect something that they can do for their community.  Ask students to write out complete sentences of how they can help their community on a piece of paper with each statement beginning with I Can.

Discuss ordinal numbers (1-10) with the class.  Invite students, by ordinal number, to come to the front of the room and share their I Can statements.
Assessment Criterion:

Student identifies one action they can take to help someone in their community now or in the future.

Resource Materials:

· Book: the Little Engine That Could by Watty Piper 
· Home centered activity: I Can Help at Home
