COLOR ME HAPPY
Lesson Overview:

Students explore the effects of color on emotion and how art can be used to express feelings.

Objective:

Students will examine Models and Examples by:

1. Developing strategies to encourage drug-free and nonviolent attitudes and behaviors and to discourage drug use and violent attitudes and behaviors.

Activities / Strategies:

Use a color wheel to help students identify primary and secondary colors.  Discuss common / practical applications of colors (hospitals and doctors offices use calming pastels; restaurants use bright oranges/greens; traffic signs and road markers are bright, attention – getting colors.
Ask students to brainstorm a list of colors and the feelings or emotions that are associated with them and record these on the chalkboard/overhead.  Ex: red=anger or love; blue = sadness; green = jealousy, yellow = happy.

Provide construction paper in a variety of colors. Direct students to choose one color they particularly like and cut various sizes of different geometric shapes from the paper to make their own creation.
Provide each student with a sheet of white paper.  Encourage them to make a collage by pasting the shapes to the paper.  Ask them to title it according to how it makes them feel (angry, peaceful, excited).

Display the final creations and ask the class to share ideas on what each artist might have been feeling or what they might want us to feel when we look a their collage.
Ask each student to list three ways they might use art to express their feelings and encourage them to share this list with the class.

Assessment Criterion:

Student list one way in which they could use art to express their feelings.

Resource Materials:

· An Artists color wheel.

· Construction paper in a variety of different colors

· White paper

· Scissors

· Glue.

· Art reproductions of abstract artist – examples: Picasso (blue period), Rousseau, Van Gogh (sunflowers)
