REASONS FOR RULES
Lesson Overview:

Students use a subtraction / regrouping math activity to discover why we live by rules.
Objective:

Students will learn essential information by:

1. Identifying and practicing effective strategies to stay safe and drug-free and learn to live by rules.

Activities / Strategies:

Review three-digit subtraction with the regrouping process.
Distribute and direct students to complete the student activity sheet Reasons for Rules.  Ask students to share their thought on why society needs or does not need rules by answering the following: *of what benefit are rules? *do rules help some people? Who? Why? * do rules hurt some people? Who? Why?

Use the teacher resource sheet (key) to define each discovered word.  Discuss why each reason is important.

Emphasize the importance that rules play in all areas of our lives: our communities, our homes, our schools, and our work.

Assessment Criterion:

Student chooses three reasons that rules are important: (1) Safety, order and fun (2) Order, safety, and fairness (3) Competition, winning and safety.
