        SAFE FUN FOR EVERYONE
Lesson Overview:

Students’ utilize technology to collaboratively publish an original directory of safe, fun activities for youth..

Objective: 
Students will practice personal plan by:
1. Identifying and act on strategies to help friends avoid involvement with drugs and violence.
Activities / Strategies:

Ask students to explain why some people do the same things over and over without exploring other possible activities.  Some of the following may be used as examples: * rent a movie every Friday night * play video games after school every day * watch hours of TV programs every day * hang out at the mall every weekend.
Ask the students to brainstorm a list of interesting / safe and drug-free ideas for fun and rewarding activities.   Write these suggestions on the board. Make four separate columns of things to do; after school * during School Vacations Break * during summer vacation * on weekends.

Direct each student to select one activity in a paragraph for class directory.  Lead the class in developing criteria for description content (cost, individual / group, chaperoned, etc.) and in determining categories of activities for the directory.  Form teams based on categories.  Instruct students to collaboratively select, edit, and compile their section of the directory on a computer. Enhance with computer technology.  As a class, compile and publish the Safe Fun for Everyone directory.

Assessment Criterion:
Student identifies drug-free activities, opportunities and hobbies that promote a safe and alternative healthy lifestyle.
