        CREATING AND PERSUADING
Lesson Overview:

Students develop a class proposal and write individual persuasive letters supporting the proposal.
Objective: 
Students will practice personal plan by:
1. Identifying and participate in initiatives to reduce and eliminate drugs and violence in schools and communities.
Activities / Strategies:

Tell the class that this is designed to help them persuade the school and the community to sponsor a drug and violence free activity.
Divide the class into groups of four.  Explain that the goal is for each group to develop an idea for an activity that is positive and fun and costs under $200.00

Instruct each group to select a spokesperson to present its idea to the class.  As presentations are made, ask the class if there are any suggestions that could be incorporated to improve the idea.

After all ideas have been presented, take a vote to determine the class favorite proposal.  Instruct each student to write a persuasive letter explaining the proposal selected by the class.  Post and let students select letter to submit.

Provide the opportunity for each student to sign the letter, and then submit to the school principal.

If approved for action, submit to community partners.

Assessment Criterion:
Students develop persuasive arguments that encourage adults to provide safe drug-free events for kids.
