Create a Club
Lesson Overview:

Students develop in understanding of the role school organizations play in promoting good citizenship and serve the common goods..
Objective:

Students will examine models and examples by:

1. Identifying and seeking out groups and individuals, including family members, peers, and adult friends who provide encouragement to remain drug-free and nonviolent..

Activities / Strategies:

Form cooperative teams.  Instruct the teams to brainstorm and list as many clubs an organizations in the community and as many clubs and organizations in the community and as any clubs and organizations in the school as they can.  Ask the teams to report out.  List their responses on the chalkboard; creating a matrix or grid.
Discuss the different types of clubs and organizations.  Notice that the name of the club or organization tells us a lot about it.  A club’s purpose will tell us why it was formed.  Civic organizations want to improve their community; charitable organizations want to help those who can’t help themselves; members of sports clubs want to play sports and improve their game; members of car clubs want to spend time fixing up and showing off their cars; glee clubs want to spend time singing and performing; acting clubs want to spend time going to plays and writing and acting in them.  Note all the purposes are positive.
Instruct the teams to brainstorm and report out the benefits of belonging to a club or organization.  List their responses on the board, creating a matrix or grid.  

Discuss membership in a club or organization.  Explain that each club or organization has rules about who can join.  Sometimes these are based on age and gender, like Scouts.  At school, membership is sometimes linked to grades and performance.

Instruct each team to create its own club, complete with a name, purpose, membership rules, and how often it will meet, for how long and where.  Will it require dues?  If so, how much, paid how often? Who will keep the money? Where? Will there be officers?  The club’s purpose must be positive and its rules must be respectful.  Ask each team to report out.  Ask the students what they learned.

Assessment Criterion:

Student participates in and contributes to the team efforts to create a club, and identifies several benefits of joining or belonging to a club that promotes healthy, safe activities and positives opportunities for socialization.
Resource Materials:

Teacher Tip:

This activity is especially important to students who are not part of school clubs and organizations.  It provides information about how clubs operate and an opportunity to contribute to a positive, creative process.  Consider implementing one or more of the clubs developed.
