        WHAT’S IMPORTANT TO ME
Lesson Overview:

Student’s record and rank personal assets, compose brief, descriptive compositions, and respond constructively to others compositions.
Objective: 
Students will practice personal plan by:
1. Assess personal strengths and challenges and list achievement.
Activities / Strategies:

As a class, discuss briefly the role of goals in achieving success.  Discuss how people’s values impact the goals they set and their success in achieving those goals.
Distribute Student Activity Sheets, What’s important to Me.  Instruct each student to complete the activity.  Encourage the use of dictionaries during the activity.

Instruct the students to compose a brief descriptive composition entitled, What’s Important to Me, describing themselves in terms of the assets they just ranked (affection, respect, skill, enlightenment, power, wealth, well-being and honor.)

Form cooperative teams.  Direct the students to share their compositions within their teams.  After all the team members have shared their compositions, ask the class the following: *did members of the teams engage in active listening?  What did you learn about yourselves?  Did anything you learned about yourselves surprise you? What did you learn about each other? Do you think your rankings will change in time? Do you think what is important to you will affect your choice of friends? Of career? Of lifestyle? Do you think your rankings are different from those your parents would choose if they did the activity?
Distribute the Home Centered Activity. Since this activity involved parents doing the same activity the students did in class, you may not wish to have it returned.

Assessment Criterion:
Student completes the ranking of personal assets and the writing assignment.
