              I AM UNIQUE
Lesson Overview:

Student’s study the history and purpose of logos and the role logos play in today’s market place.  Students design personal logos to express individual uniqueness and display on buttons of their own design.
Objective: 
Students will practice a personal plan by:
1. Assess personal strengths and challenges and list achievements.
Activities / Strategies:

Discuss the history and purpose of logos and examine the role logos play in today’s marketplace.  Give examples of business and product logos and instruct the students to suggest others.
Discuss the attributes that makes each person unique such as likes, dislikes, abilities, character traits, and appearance.

Have students list their positive attributes on a sheet of paper.  Then let them choose one attribute as an inspiration for a personal logo, which they display on a button they design themselves.  Encourage the students to be as creative as possible.  If possible, use a button press and make the students art work in to real buttons.

At the conclusion of the activity, ask for volunteers to show their logos to the class and talk about what they wanted the logo to express.  After each student has completed their explanation, give them the opportunity to get other student’s feedback on what the logo says to them.

Ask the student what they learned about themselves and what they learned about each other.

Student identifies personal strengths, abilities, and achievements.

* Heavy paper, scissors, markers, button press (optional)
